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 A Jodhpur-based neurosurgeon, Dr. Tejpal Fidoda, lost ₹62.8 lakh in an
online stock trading scam after being lured with promises of high
returns. On January 3, he received a link to join the SCIATOP investment
app and a WhatsApp group, where fraudsters posing as experts
convinced him to invest through an "institutional account" instead of
his personal demat account. Claiming affiliation with Standard
Chartered Wealth Fund, they systematically withdrew his money and
later falsely informed him that his funds were "frozen," pressuring him
to deposit more to release them. Realizing the fraud, he filed an FIR at
Bhagat Ki Kothi police station, and authorities are now investigating. The
police are currently working to track down the fraudsters involved in the
scam.
